The Top-level Sport Act
- Act No. 288 of 26 April 2004
WE, MARGRETHE THE SECOND, by the Grace of God Queen of Denmark, hereby make it known that the Danish Parliament has passed and We have granted Our Royal Assent to the following Act: 

1. Team Danmark is a self-governing institution charged with developing Danish top-level sport in a socially responsible manner. In conjunction with the National Olympics Committee and Sports Confederation of Denmark (DIF), DIF's member federations and other relevant partners, Team Danmark shall implement, co-ordinate and rationalise joint actions for top-level sport in Denmark by 

1)   handling overall planning for top-level sport, 

2)   ensuring the development of top-level sport in a manner compatible with cultural policy, 

3)   implementing training and coaching opportunities for top-level athletes, 

4)   ensuring the physically, personally and socially sound development of top-level athletes, 

5)   handling the recruitment and development of talent, 

6)   providing individual financial support for top-level athletes, 

7)   providing advice, conducting research and disseminating the results, 

8)   offering educational opportunities for top-level athletes, 

9)   establishing employment and social support schemes for top-level athletes, 

10) providing advice and financial support for DIF's member federations, 

11) collaborating with local and regional authorities on top-level sport, including facilities, and 

12) collaborating and entering into agreements with media and sponsors, e.g. on the sale of rights and services. 

2. Team Danmark shall be led by a board of eight members appointed by the Minister for Culture. Four members shall be chosen by the Minister for Culture and four by DIF. 

2. The members of the board shall be appointed for a term of four years and may be reappointed for one further term. However, an initial term of two years shall be served by two of the four members chosen by the Minister for Culture and two of the four chosen by DIF. 

3. The Minister for Culture shall select the chairman of the board from among the members chosen by the Minister. 

3. The board shall decide on the distribution of Team Danmark's funds. The board shall prepare budget proposals and submit an annual report and accounts. The board itself shall determine its rules of procedure according to which the chairman shall be given the casting vote in the event of a tie. 

2. The board shall appoint the senior executive management of Team Danmark.

4. The Minister for Culture shall approve Team Danmark's statutes and budget and its annual report and accounts.

2. The Minister for Culture shall lay down further rules on the submission and auditing of accounts. The Ministry of Culture may obtain additional material for use by the National Audit Office of Denmark for a more detailed review of the accounts. 

5. Team Danmark's decisions on the distribution of financial support may not be brought before another administrative authority. 

6. Team Danmark's primary funding base shall be the share it receives of the profits of lottery/pools company Dansk Tipstjeneste. Team Danmark shall also receive income from DIF and from the sale of services, rights, sponsorships etc. 

7. Local and regional authorities may provide financial support for top-level sport except in the case of actual commercial activities. 

8. This Act shall enter into force on 1 June 2004. 

2. The Promotion of Top-level Sport Act, Act No. 643 of 19 December 1984, shall hereby be repealed. 

9. This Act shall not apply to the Faeroe Islands and Greenland.
